The Elmira Chemung Transportation Council (ECTC) is pleased to announce that it is soliciting for new transportation capital projects in Chemung County. The ECTC is beginning the update of its five-year (2008-2012) Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) of projects.  The planning process to update the five-year Program begins with asking for new transportation projects in Chemung County that should be considered for Federal transportation funding.  To be eligible projects must be highway, bridge, transportation safety, or highway-related, and on roads that are Federal-aid eligible, meaning on roads that function at a higher level than a local road.  If an eligible project needs design funding by 2012, you should consider submitting an application.

In order to be considered for funding each project must be eligible for funding and a completed project application submitted to this office by January 5, 2007.  

All projects will require a government sponsor.  If you wish to submit an application that requires coordination with another government agency, please submit a letter of support with your application.  These federally-funded projects require a 20% matching funds; your application should show the source of those funds.  State Marcheselli funds maybe available to meet up to half of the Federal matching funds requirement, but the applicant should be prepared to provide the entire non-federal share if required.

A project application is attached.  To learn more about project eligibility, the application process and how to fill out an application:

· Attend the project application workshop to be held  Monday,  December 11, 2006 from 10:00 AM to Noon at the Chamber of Commerce Building, 400 East Church Street, Elmira, NY in the lower floor conference room (two sessions will be held: one at 10:00 AM and the other at 11:00 AM); or

Projects will be reviewed by the ECTC Planning Committee and recommended projects will be forwarded to the ECTC Policy Committee for review and approval.  The recommended projects will be included in a draft TIP document which will be made public and comments solicited on the projects.  The final action will be approval of the completed TIP by the ECTC Policy Committee in late spring, 2007.
